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In order to answer this question you have to know what line of fire means and what kind of accidents it will result in.  “Line of Fire” is a term from the military used to describe the path of a missile or firearm, the path an object travels.  For you, it means that you are in harm’s way and may be injured.  Read through accident reports and you’ll see they all have a common theme; “struck by”, which means that someone was in the line of fire.  
Examples of line of fire accidents include hammering while you’re not paying attention, walking around the workplace while vehicles are moving and getting your hand pinched when moving materials.

You can avoid being involved in one of these accidents by remembering the following:

· Be aware of changing conditions where the line of fire zone exists, this can include wind gusts, falling objects or vehicular movements.

· Perform a walk-through of the work area that will allow you to identify potential line of fire issues.

· Use reminders to call your attention to hazard areas like flagging, barricades, signs and increased communication about what’s going on in the work area.

· Pay attention to personnel and objects that are above, below and everywhere in between in the work area.  Being alert could save your life.

· Always use the proper PPE.  

You are all responsible for looking out for hazards and informing each other about these hazards and any changes.  Every work area has its own hazards that can seriously injure you and your coworkers.  Before you begin working, ask yourself these three questions:

1. What can go wrong will performing this job task?  Do you see any hazards involved with performing your job as it is laid out for you or do you see a safer way to get the same task done?

2. What are the consequences for me and my coworkers?  What injuries could potentially happen while performing your task?

3. How can I prevent it from happening?  Quite simply, is there a safer way to get the same job done or to minimize the hazards?

If the answers to any of these questions make you feel uncomfortable or that you are working in an unsafe way or area, stop working and immediately report this to your supervisor so that a solution can be worked out.  Your safety and that of your coworkers is of prime importance.
